Abstract: At the beginning of the War of Resistance Against Japanese Aggression, Peking, Tianjin,
Shanghai, Nanjing and other places were occupied one after another, and a large number of educated young
people were momentarily out of school and left their hometowns and embarked on the road of exile. As a
temporary capital and transportation hub, Wuhan has become a temporary place for exiled youth to seek
national salvation and personal future.
