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Study on the Constructs of Colonial Culture in the

Abstract: In Anti-Japanese War Period, Japanese invaders and Puppets reinterpreted the existing cultural ele-
ments and their relationship in Enemy-occupied Areas, which was lead to formation of colonial culture.
