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Analysis of Scaling Rules of Hangzhou Zhakou White Pagoda

Abstract: By analyzing the scale data of Hangzhou Zhakou White Pagoda, the author tried to deduce its scal-
ing rules: the length and height of the white pagoda are controlled by a standard material (cai) as a basic mod-
ulus (6.6 cun), which embodies the idea of taking the material (cai) as the base. The author also tried to re-
cover the length of the ruler as 30cm and the model scale as 1:5.
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
