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Innovative approaches to the teaching of English pronunciation

Abstract: New developments in pronunciation pedagogy resulting from a general tendency in foreign language
teaching have embraced communicative and holistic approaches. Moreover, current trends have been influenced by
fruitful products from other disciplines such as psychology, neuro-linguistics, drama and technology.
