The urban design of Jelhicoe Precinct began with the Auckland District Plan 2004, which emphasized to establish a public space netwark throughaut the Wynyard Quarter and did not make specific
renevial plans for activities within the area. With the lanc ownership change in Wynyard Quarter in 2995, th's area began to have detailed urban design proposals and visions. In Auckiand Vision 2040.
Jellicoe Precinct was positioned as potential fishingiretail (commercial hub} by the Auckland Regional Council anc Auckland City. while the west side of Jellicoe Precinct was proposed as Marina. The
2007 Wynyard Quarter Urban Design Framework is @ more specific and targeted proposal, which fommed the public space sequence along the Wate ront Axis and the landscape space sequence along
the Park Axis. 2012 Auckland Waterfront Plan abandoned the concept of intraducing waler space into Silo Park by 2007 Design Framework and re-planed it as landscape and park. Both urban design
proposals extended Daldy Street and Brigham Street, dividing the glots info tiangles. However, the 2017 Waterfrant Refresh Plan re-planned the road netwark and invaduced mare mix-use zones. [10]

design in the University of Auckland, New Zealand

Abstract: In the new era of territorial space planning system, urban design as a tool of spatial
development and governance, is an important support for the realization of high-quality development of
territorial space. How to cultivate suitable urban design talents is the focus of the current urban design teaching
reform. The urban design course of the University of Auckland in New Zealand adopts the characteristic action
research studio teaching, and attaches great importance to the comprehensive quality training of urban design
talents, paying attention to the cultivation of space design and the governance ability of urban design talents. Its
experience has certain reference and reference significance for studio teaching in our country. Studio teaching of
urban design in the University of Auckland adheres to the innovative teaching philosophy of CPS and features
action research, focusing on the cultivation of students’ academic accomplishment, critical thinking, decision-
making ability, research independence, and comprehensive ability of social responsibility. Studio teaching of
urban design includes five parts: current situation investigation, problem discovery, opinion generation,
solution formulation, and solution strategy formation. The teaching content covers a series of courses such as
spatial design and governance implementation. Through teaching methods such as lectures, research, reading,
discussion, and consultation, urban morphology theory is integrated into project practice teaching, letting
students participate in the action research of urban dynamic development and construction from multiple
perspectives to achieve the purpose of innovative problem-solving. It introduced the application and practice of
the action research method in urban design teaching in the University of Auckland, taking the development of
the Auckland waterfront plot and the development of studio teaching as an example. Finally, Aiming at the
problems existing in the teaching of urban design in my country, this paper puts forward suggestions on the
ability training that emphasizes comprehensive quality, enriching the studio content of management and
implementation, and teaching methods of action research.
